No Room

Luke 2:7 – “She wrapped him in cloths and placed him 

in a manger, because there was no room for them in the 

inn.”       

  There are two words in that verse of 

Scripture that are two of the most unfortunate words in all 

of the Holy Bible – “no room.”    These are two of the 

most unfortunate words in the Bible, not only because 

they describe the first Christmas – but because they still 

describe Christmas for so many people today.  Our world 

is full of people who love to celebrate Christmas – but 

there is no room in their lives for Christ.   

 Almost everyone in the biblical story of 

Christmas had no room in their lives for the birth of Jesus.  

And we live in a very different world than Jesus was born 

into – but one thing is the same – people still make no 

room in their lives for the birth of Jesus.  Consider the 

people in the Bible that made no room for Jesus… 

        

 Consider the innkeeper.  Scripture doesn’t 

mention him specifically – but he would have been the 

one to tell Mary and Joseph that there was no room for 

them.  And why didn’t he make room for them?  Well, 

because he was busy, that’s why.  Bethlehem was filling 

up with people who came for the census – the innkeeper 

had lots of work to do – business to conduct.  He was 

probably not a hostile man, probably not a bad man – but 

he was a very busy man.   And the same thing is true of 

most people – they’re just busy.  They’re not bad people, 

they’re just busy people.  Especially this time of year.  

There is shopping and decorating to do - parties to plan 

and food to prepare – friends and family to entertain. And 

will all that busyness – well, there’s no room for Jesus. 

       

   And consider King Herod.  When 

he learned that a baby was born who was called a king, he 

became fearful and jealous.  King Herod didn’t want to 

surrender his throne to anybody – so there was no room in 

his world for Jesus; and how true that is of so many 

people today.  They don’t want anyone but themselves to 

sit on the throne of their lives.  They don’t want to 

surrender their power – they are just as fearful about 

surrendering control of their lives as Herod was of 

surrendering his throne.  They will not allow someone else 

to be their king – so there is no room in their world for 

Jesus.       

  And consider the religious leaders.  They 

knew the OT Scriptures that foretold the birth of a 

Messiah – they knew where and how the Messiah would 

be born.   And yet, when those OT scriptures were 

fulfilled in the birth of Jesus, the religious leaders gave 

him no attention.  There was no room in their hearts for 

Jesus.  They didn’t think they needed Him.  After all, they 

kept the Laws of Moses – they thought they already had

The Book of Revelation 

“But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The 

heavens will disappear with a roar; the elements 

will be destroyed by fire, and the earth and 

everything done in it will be laid bare.  Since 

everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind 

of people ought you to be? You ought to live holy 

and godly lives as you look forward to the day of 

God and speed its coming. 2 Peter 3:10-11.   

Does this scare you or reassure you?  To some, the 

Bible’s book of Revelation is a dark, mysterious and 

scary book because it addresses the end of time.  It 

was written, however, to be a book of hope and 

encouragement to the people of God who are 

awaiting the second coming of Jesus—that’s us! Our 

hope and faith are based upon the fact that the Son 

of God came to earth, born as a human, and died on 

a cross, and was resurrected to give us the hope of 

eternal life.  At some point He will return for His 

people who will then spend eternity with Him in 

Heaven.  God has told us the truth about what will 

happen in the future, not to scare us, but to give 

reassurance about His plan.  “I have told you these 

things, so that in me you may have peace.  In this 

world you will have trouble.  But take heart! I have 

overcome the world.”   John 16:33   

SPOILER ALERT -- “We win!”  Have you ever 

recorded a big football or basketball game and then 

watched it later, even though you know who wins? 

Did you notice how much less stressful it is to watch 

the game when your team is down by 12 points, 

knowing that in the end your team wins the game?  

Well, Revelation is the SPOILER ALERT for 

Christians—regardless of how tough the game is, in 

the end we win!  This should give us hope, even if at 

times things look hopeless.  

Tough times are ahead, the Bible is clear and very 

honest about this.  Before Jesus returns for the 

second and final time, the spiritual condition of the 

world will deteriorate to a historical low point.  But 

no matter how evil and tough things become, the 

book of Revelation gives all Christians assurance 

that in the end and for eternity, we are victorious!   

Revelation is one of the most important books of the Bible, 

but one that is often misunderstood or just avoided 

completely.  For this reason, South Louisville Christian 

Church encourages all of our members to attend a special 

12 week study of this book beginning on Sunday, January 

5th at 9:30 a.m.  We will be combining all of our existing 

Sunday School classes for this study and hope that you will 

join us also!  The class will be taught by Dr. Eric Schansberg 

who will help us understand the real purpose and message 

of God’s Revelation.
