What Did You Say?

We are on our fourth habit to have a happy
family. This particular habit can be the hardest of all the
five healthy habits to produce a happy family. We are
going to look at communications with in our family. If
your family is like mine, communication seems to be the
hardest thing to do. | open my mouth and often end up
being misunderstood. Why do you think that is? Could it
be that we too often read between the lines in a
conversation? In this article we will explore more than
just the art of talking with words but how we talk with
our mannerisms.

Let’s start by looking at the biblical story of David
and Jonathan found in 1 Samuel 20 — we read that
Jonathan and David had a relationship that, no matter
what was said the other did not explode, go into a tirade,
or simply dismiss the other’s feelings. There was trust,
consideration and honesty. These are the building blocks
for true healthy communication to exist. If you or your
family are struggling with these, ask God for help and be
willing to accept it no matter how He brings it to you.
Once you and your family have mastered the art of trust,
consideration and honesty with what you are
communicating, we must move to the second area of
communication.

What is being said to the other members of your
family? Ephesians 4:29 says “Do not let any
unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only
what is helpful for building others up according to their
needs that it may benefit those who listen.” We need to
be very careful what we say to our family members, not
to say hurtful, spiteful, or revengeful words. These only
bog down the communication. We need to
communicate helpful things, but often it is hard because
we think of these things later after the communications
has already broken down. Try writing down at least three
positive things you can say in a common communication
you have with your spouse or children that usually ends
in strife.

Now for the third way we communicate and the
one that causes the most strife in a family -- the visual
communication. What we say is important, but more
important is how we say it. You know what | am saying,
but if you don’t, go ask a teenager how their day went.
You will see the blank stare, the dismissal look and
possible a tirade with head and body movements that
should send them to the E.R.

Three things you can do to be a better visual
communicator”

1. No rolling eyes or making strange faces at the other
person.

2. Relax your body look comfortable with the conversation
and the communicator.

3. Look at the person -- not at something behind them,
around them, or anywhere else. Which might mean putting
down the paper, magazine, phone, and yes even turning off
the T.V. The biggest help is to remember that when you are
communicating with your family it is like communicating
with God.

The Horn Family

Last month South Louisville Christian Church
took a big step forward when we added Jason Horn as a
new Associate Minister to our staff. And while I’m sure
that you have met and talked with him and his family, |
wanted to write to you and give you some background of
their family to help you know them even better...

Jason is a native Louisvillian. He joined the U.S.

Army when he was 17 and became a combat engineer,
and later a mechanic working on Apache helicopters. In
1994 he left active military duty and returned to
Louisville, where he started working for UPS. It was
during this time that he met Heather, who would later
become his wife. Jason then went on to complete an
electrician apprenticeship program, and went into
business for himself. Six years later he sold his business
to a local company, Link Electric, and he has helped to
manage that company ever since.

Heather grew up in Grayson County, but moved
to Louisville in 1991 where she graduated Southern High
School. She then went on to Jefferson Community
College, and finished her degree at ITT Technical
Institute, graduating with a degree in Electronic
Engineering. During those years, Heather was attending
school full-time, and she was also working full-time at
UPS, and even managed to hold a second part-time job at
a Hallmark store. Today Heather works as an electronics
technician, servicing all bank electronics systems, such as
ATM machines, alarms, and cameras.

Jason and Heather met in 1994 when they both
worked at UPS. They enjoyed a long friendship before
they ever started dating. And even after they started
dating, they enjoyed a long courtship. And even after
their long courtship, they were engaged for two years
before they finally married in 1998. They now have two
beautiful children: Haley is their 9 year-old daughter, and
Jason Jr. is their 11 year-old son.

When it comes to church life, Jason and Heather
come from very different backgrounds. Jason grew up in
South Jefferson Christian Church. Heather was not raised
in church. Through the years they were dating and in the
early years of their marriage, church was not a part of
their family life. But shortly after their son was born,
both of them felt a powerful call to start building a
spiritual life together. So they found themselves at South
Jeff Christian, where Jason had grown up.

It was about that time that Jason started feeling a
new call from God — a call not just to be in church, but a
call to ministry. Jason said that he started to recognize
that he was trying to build his life on the Christian faith,
but that he lacked a lot of knowledge about the Christian
faith.

I asked Heather what these last six years have been
like with Jason working full-time and going to Bible College and
raising a family. She said that it’s really hard — that Jason spends
so much time studying, serving, working, and preaching. But she
says that she is very, very proud of him — and that she has always
stood beside him. Amen to that, Heather.

The Horn Family came to SLCC in 2012. Louisville
Bible College suggested that they come here when they were
looking for a new place to serve. They fell in love with us pretty
quickly, and it didn’t take long before they started serving God
here. Jason started teaching adult Sunday school, he has filled in
for me in the pulpit, and he has done many hours of work
repairing and upgrading our facility. Heather teaches the
elementary kids on Sunday, she works on the security team, and
she has recently started helping with the Wednesday night
community dinners. Both of them are very humble in their
service, and are anxious to do whatever is needed for God’s
Kingdom at South Louisville.

Jason has just returned from a two-week mission trip to
the Philippines, where he represented SLCC in building a new
Christian Church, and by preaching the gospel on several of the
islands in that country. When he returned from that trip, Jason
was hired as our newest Associate Minister. His primary
responsibility at the church will be to work alongside Dr. Burgin
in the Pastoral Care Ministry.
